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Students are selected purely on merit (personal and
academic), while scholarships are awarded with
reference to the financial situation of selected students’
families. Each year, about 60 need-based scholarships
are available to students applying from Hong Kong.
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Almost all of our selected students have benefited
from our scholarship scheme of amounts up to full
scholarships. Full scholarship covers the full tuition,
textbooks and accommodation fees at the UWC and
is approximately HK$300,000 per year.
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Students studying Secondary Four or Five (or its
equivalent) can apply between Mid-September to
November for admission of the following school
year. Hong Kong applicants must be permanent
HKID card holders or dependent visa holders.
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Students who are interested in learning about
different cultures and religions, have a sense of
idealism, and can cope with an academically
challenging programme while staying active in
community service and other student activities.
After graduation, students are expected to live and
share the UWC values and help make a difference in
their own communities.
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
